
Bluesbreaking! Print Instructions

The Bluesbreaking! CD art consists of two Microsoft Word files: <Bluesbreaking! (Outside)>, and <Bluesbreaking! (Inside)>.

The first Microsoft Word file <Bluesbreaking! (Outside)> consists of two pages:


1. tray card


2. cover insert

The second Microsoft Word file <Bluesbreaking! (Inside)> consists also of two pages:


1. blank


2. inside formatted/sized text and art

Before it prints, the printer will alert you that what will be printed is outside the margins. Just ignore the alert and hit OK.

There's a little trick to printing this.

1. Remove the insert jewel card art you printed from the first file (the first file) EXACTLY AS IT CAME OUT OF THE PRINTER - DON'T TURN IT, FLIP IT OR ANYTHING!

2. Put it back into the paper tray just as you have it, printed side UP.

3. Open this new file and scroll down to the art page.

4. Open your print window, select "current page," and you're all set.

NOTE: Always select "best" or "presentation" printing quality options. You'll need the extra resolution quality for these files. Also, it'll take a while to print, so go out and have a smoke.
